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INTRODUCTION 

In order to investigate public opinion on a wide variety of issues, the 
Sunday Mail editorial department commissioned the ANPL marketing 
information services department to create an online reader survey. 

The questionnaire was developed by the Sunday Mail editorial 
department in conjunction with the marketing information services 
department. 

Issues explored by the survey included: 

 Family and neighbourhood issues 

 State school amalgamations 

 Support for a carbon tax 

 Church attendance & belief in an afterlife 

 General happiness with South Australia and optimism about the 
future of the state. 

 Most admired South Australians 

 Road safety 

 Levels of concern with a range of topical issues  

 Perceptions of the most pressing issues facing SA 

 And demographics such as gender, age, area, marital & parental 
status and highest level of education attained. 

The survey was built and hosted on surveymonkey.com for 24 days from 
Sat 12th Nov-11 to Mon 5th Dec-11, attracting some 2,109 responses to 
the redirected www.adelaidenow.com.au/sasurvey  URL. 

This response was 20% above the 2010 response but 12% down on the 
2009 response. 

To encourage response, ten randomly selected survey respondents were 
each sent a $50 Caltex StarCash fuel card (as we did for the 2010 
survey). 

The data was processed by the ANPL marketing information services 
department using SPSS statistical software. Results were weighted by 
age, gender and area to be more representative of the South Australian 
population. 

Care must always be taken when interpreting the results of online 
surveys. While it is an inexpensive and fun way to encourage reader 
involvement, the results are not necessarily representative of the views of 
all South Australians since it relies on a “self selected” sample.
